    I. Premises vs Promises of God: Mediator of better promises





Hebrews 8:6, But now hath He (Christ Jesus) obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better (Gr Kreitton: advancing) covenant, which was established upon better promises. 


Some cannot give up their preconceived ideas of what the promise will look like or if they have already arrived at the premise of their own making.


Hebrews 6:12, That ye be not slothful (stubborn minded), but followers of them who through faith and patience inherit the promises.


Hebrews 11:8-10, By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise: For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God.


Matthew 9:16-17, No man putteth a piece of new cloth unto an old garment, for that which is put in to fill it up taketh from the garment, and the rent is made worse. Neither do men put new wine into old bottles: else the bottles break, and the wine runneth out, and the bottles perish: but they put new wine into new bottles, and both are preserved.





Potential Emerges Out of Removal of Former “Things”





Isaiah 43:18-19, Remember ye not the former things, neither consider the things of old. Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall spring forth; shall ye not know it? 


I will even make a way in the wilderness, and rivers in the desert.


The Promise Land had to be the Processed Out to be Progressed in Land


The PROMISE will challenge your current premise (obstacle or adversary)


Hebrews 4:1, Let us therefore fear, lest, a promise being left us of entering into his rest, any of you should seem to come short of it. (v.11)  Let us labor (let go of every preconceived notion) therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief.


Philippians 3:12-14, Not as though I had already attained, either were already perfect: but I follow after, if that I may apprehend that for which also I am apprehended of Christ Jesus. Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.





Partakers of His Divine Nature: BE-COMING Promise Producers





NOTE: 2Peter 1:3,4 His divine power (authority/seal) has given us ALL things called to GLORY and VIRTUE, whereby are given unto us EXCEEDING GREAT and PRECIOUS PROMISES (pronouncements) that by THESE you might be PARTAKERS of His DIVINE NATURE having ESCAPED (been untouched by distractions of battle) the corruption in the world through lust (or selfish carnal cravings).


Potential is inevitable, as a SEED when activated through PRONOUCEMENT, 


Ephesians 1:13-14, In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.
