Wise: Heb. ḥāḵām, skillful  Wisdom: Heb. ḥāḵmâ, character Gr. Sophia


Principal: Heb.  rē'šîṯ, first, beginning, original, chief, Authorized absolute





Romans 12:16: "Be of the same mind one toward another. Mind not high things, but condescend to men of low estate. Be not wise in your own conceits


Conceits: Gr. Heautoû self-centeredness, worth through credit, reputation building


James 3:13-17, Who is a wise man and endued with knowledge among you? let him shew out of a good conversation his works with meekness of wisdom. But if ye have bitter envying and strife in your hearts, glory not, and lie not against the truth. This wisdom descendeth not from above, but is earthly, sensual, devilish. For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and every evil work. But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be intreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality, and without hypocrisy.

EXCUSES: the imitator of wisdom (the mask of fear)





The army of the Syrians surrounded Israel. 2 Kings 7:1-2, Then Elisha said, Hear ye the word of the Lord; Thus saith the Lord, Tomorrow about this time shall a measure of fine flour be sold for a shekel, and two measures of barley for a shekel, in the gate of Samaria. Then a lord on whose hand the king leaned answered the man of God, and said, Behold, if the Lord would make windows in heaven, might this thing be? And he said, Behold, thou shalt see it with thine eyes, but shalt not eat thereof.


Elisha’s prophetic word immediately was challenged by false wisdom


1 Corinthians 3:19 19For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written, He taketh the wise in their own craftiness.


Excuses come in the form of self-preservation, pride, familiarity, opinion & false humility


 


EXECUTION: the test of true wisdom (the open face of courage/ what we can do)





2 Kings 7:3-4, And there were four leprous men at the entering in of the gate: and they said one to another, Why sit we here until we die? If we say, We will enter into the city, then the famine is in the city, and we shall die there: and if we sit still here, we die also. Now therefore come, and let us fall unto the host of the Syrians: if they save us alive, we shall live; and if they kill us, we shall but die.


These were not learned deeply philosophical men, they were just hungry. Isaiah 3:4 4And I will give children to be their princes, and babes shall rule over them.


1 Corinthians 3:19, For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written, He taketh the wise in their own craftiness.





EXCELLENCE: Manifested presence of God (the acceleration/ what God will do)





2 Kings 7:5-6, And they (the lepers) rose up in the twilight, to go unto the camp of the Syrians: and when they were come to the uttermost part of the camp of Syria, behold, there was no man there. For the Lord had made the host of the Syrians to hear a noise of chariots, and a noise of horses, even the noise of a great host: and they said one to another, Lo, the king of Israel hath hired against us the kings of the Hittites, and the kings of the Egyptians, to come upon us. 


(v.16) And the people went out, and spoiled the tents of the Syrians. So a measure of fine flour was sold for a shekel, and two measures of barley for a shekel, according to the word of the LORD. (and the king’s advisor saw it but did not partake but was killed in the gates)


1 CORINTHIANS 1:19 KJV "For it is written, I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and will bring to nothing the understanding of the prudent.
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
