Class 5: The Summit Principle


Isaiah 40:29-31, He giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might he increaseth strength. 30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall: 31 But they that WAIT upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.


WAIT: Heb. Qava: to behold, gaze upon, stedfast interspection & expectation on God the source.


Shall RENEW: Heb. Halap: prune away the old, grow into capacity, sprout higher





SUMMIT: Place of REST to Get Fresh Insights, Revealed Presence, Shift  


Isaiah 2:2, And it shall come to pass in the last days, that the mountain of the Lord's house shall be established in the top of the mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; and all nations shall flow unto it.


THE MOUNTAIN represents God’s Kingdom government, & on top of all the other mountains (spheres, governments) but can also be mountains (as levels of our journey with “summits” pressing toward the SUMMIT of Kingdom capacity).


Luke 6:12, And it came to pass in those days, that He (Jesus) went out into a mountain to pray, and continued all night in prayer to God.


Exodus 19:20, Then the LORD came down upon Mount Sinai, on the top of the mountain. And the LORD called Moses to the top of the mountain, and Moses went up. (note: POSITIONAL SHIFT on TOP of the mountain/ to reveal commandments)





SUMMIT: Perspective of Visionary Sight Ahead (not accomplishments)


Habakkuk 2:1-3, I will stand (ready posture) upon my watch, and set me upon the TOWER (Summit), and will watch to see what he will say unto me (SEE, not just hear WHAT HE SAYS) , and what I shall answer when I am reproved. 2 And the Lord answered me, and said, Write the vision, and make it plain upon tables (Heb. Luah: Tablets/ engraved on the heart), that he may run that readeth it. 3 For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, WAIT FOR IT (Behold it & not be distracted); because it will surely come, it will not tarry.


In Matthew the Message Bible, shares this part of Jesus temptation in the wilderness in (v.8-10) For the third test, the Devil took him to the peak of a huge mountain. He gestured expansively, pointing out all the earth’s kingdoms, how glorious they all were. Then he said, “They’re yours—lock, stock, and barrel. Just go down on your knees and worship me, and they’re yours.” 10 Jesus’ refusal was curt: “Beat it, Satan!” He backed his rebuke with a third quotation from Deuteronomy: “Worship the Lord your God, and only him. Serve him with absolute single-heartedness.” JESUS IS THE ROCK of the highest Mountain (tested Who He was)


Matthew 17 The mount of transfiguration was not about the mountain, but the SHIFT the disciples beheld. The Mount of Olives (several peaks) is not about the physical place but what it represents, an eternal SHIFT POINT where Jesus (Zechariah 14:4- Acts 1:11) Ascended & Descends (OLIVE: Gr. Elaia: Peace, Set at One) Ephesians 4:8-10 actually indicates He already descended His feet then ascended. Wherefore it says He ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men…What is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the earth? 10 He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all things.


 III. SUMMIT: Domain to Have Dominion/Change Landscapes/ Move Mountains


Ephesians 1:19-22, And what is the exceeding greatness of His power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, 20 Which He wrought in Christ, when he raised Him from the dead, and set Him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, 21 Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come:22 And hath put all things under his feet, and gave Him to be the head over all things to the church. This is why Mark 11:23, says we (in Christ authority) can speak to mountains to be removed!
